I.  Unlicensed Cases
Ashby Interior Design

Case No. 2005-049669
Probable Case was found that Ashby Interior Design of Gulf Breeze, Florida is not licensed to practice interior design in the State of Florida and is offering interior and commercial design services in an advertisement in the yellow pages.  A Notice and Order to Cease and Desist was issued along with the requirement that an affidavit be signed  stating the firm will refrain from offering interior or commercial design services or words to that effect.  If the affidavit is not returned, an Administrative Complaint seeking fines will be filed.

Johnnie R. Cartwright

Cartwright’s Drafting & Design Service, Inc.

Case No. 2006-002464
Probable Case was found that Johnnie R. Cartwright of Cape Coral, Florida is not licensed to practice architecture in the State of Florida and Mr. Cartwright’s yellow page advertisement offers both architectural and commercial design services. A Notice and Order to Cease and Desist was issued along with the requirement that Mr. Cartwright sign an affidavit stating he will refrain from offering architectural services or words to that effect and will change advertisement.  If Mr. Cartwright fails to return the affidavit, an Administrative Complaint seeking fines will be filed.

Corporate Interiors, Inc.

Case No. 2006-010678
Probable Case was found that Corporate Interiors, Inc. of Marietta, Georgia is not licensed to practice interior design in the State of Florida and submitted interior design plans through the architect of record to the West Palm Beach Building Department for permitting.  A citation was initially issued for not having a certificate of authorization.  The case was presented to the Panel for reconsideration and the Panel recommended that an Administrative Complaint seeking fines be filed.
Designer Previews

Case No. 2005-043302
Probable Case was found that Designer Previews of New York, New York, is not licensed to practice architecture in the State of Florida but in an advertisement asked the question “Need an Interior Designer or Architect?” A Notice and Order to Cease and Desist was issued along with the requirement that an affidavit be signed stating the firm will refrain from offering architectural or interior design services or words to that effect and will change advertisement.  If affidavit is not returned, an Administrative Complaint seeking fines will be filed.
Details at Home, Inc.
Case No. 2006-005380
Probable Case was found that Details at Home, Inc. of Miami Beach, Florida is not licensed to practice interior design in the State of Florida and is offering interior design services in an advertisement.  A Notice and Order to Cease and Desist was issued along with the requirement that an affidavit be signed stating the firm will refrain from offering interior design services or words to that effect.  If the affidavit is not returned, an Administrative Complaint seeking fines will be filed.
Ruth Dyer

The Finishing Touch

Case No. 2006-006130
Probable Case was found that Ruth Dyer of Ocala, Florida is not licensed to practice interior design in the State of Florida and is offering interior design on her business card. A Notice and Order to Cease and Desist was issued along with the requirement that Ms. Dyer sign an affidavit stating she will refrain from offering interior design services or words to that effect and will change her business card.  If Ms. Dyer fails to return the affidavit, an Administrative Complaint seeking fines will be filed.
Jan Jones
Jan Jones International, Inc.

Case No. 2005-062972
Probable Cause was found that Jan Jones of Boca Raton, Florida is not licensed to practice interior design in the State of Florida and contracted to provide interior design services for a condominium.  Mr. Jones Business card offers interior design and he advertises under the interior design section in the yellow pages.  Further, Mr. Jones is offering such services through a business entity with out a certificate of authorization.  A Notice and Order to Cease and Desist was issued and an Administrative Complaint seeking fines was filed.
Destry Darr Pethtel
Destry Darr Designs, Inc.

Case No. 2006-004400
Probable Case was found that Destry Darr Pethtel of Palm Beach Gardens, Florida is not licensed to practice interior design in the State of Florida and contracted to provide interior design services on a residence.  Ms. Pethtel claimed to be celebrating her tenth year as an interior designer and her website offers interior design services.  A Notice and Order to Cease and Desist was issued and an Administrative Complaint seeking fines was filed.

Jeff Rumpf

Jeff Rumpf Design

Case No. 2006-008334
Probable Case was found that Jeff Rumpf of West Palm Beach, Florida is not licensed to practice interior design in the State of Florida and is offering interior design services in an advertisement. A Notice and Order to Cease and Desist was issued along with the requirement that Mr. Rumpf sign an affidavit stating he will refrain from offering interior design services or words to that effect.  If Mr. Rumpf fails to return the affidavit, an Administrative Complaint seeking fines will be filed.
Kent D. Seyffer
Seyffer & Koch Architectural Group

Case Nos. 2006-001841 & 2005-049277
Probable Case was found that Kent Seyffer of Glen Rock, New Jersey was previously a licensed architect in Florida; however, his license has been null and void since 1991.  Mr. Seyffer is advertising under the architect heading in the yellow pages and is doing business as Seyffer & Koch Architectural Group.  A Notice and Order to Cease and Desist was issued and an Administrative Complaint seeking fines was filed.
Julie Wakely
Wakely & Company

Case No. 2006-008452
Probable Cause was found that Julie Wakely of Naples, Florida is not a licensed interior designer in the State of Florida and is offering interior design services on her website.  A Notice and Order to Cease and Desist was issued and an Administrative Complaint seeking fines was filed.

Edward Wikoff
Compton Engineering, Inc.

Case Nos. 2006-007880 & 2006-008218
Probable Cause was found that Edward Wikoff and Compton Engineering, Inc. of Bay St. Louis, Mississippi is a licensed architect in Mississippi but not in the State of Florida.  Compton Engineering entered into a contract to perform architectural services for a seven story condominium in Santa Rosa County, Florida.  Mr. Wikoff acted as the project manager and held himself as an architect to the Building Department.  A Notice and Order to Cease and Desist was issued and an Administrative Complaint seeking fines was filed.
Shirley O. Wooster, Jr.
Case No. 2006-009861
Probable Case was found that Shirley Wooster of Miami, Florida was previously licensed to practice architecture in the State of Florida; however, his license went into a null and void status in 1989.  Mr. Wooster signed and sealed plans for a residential project in 2006.  A Notice and Order to Cease and Desist was issued and an Administrative Complaint seeking fines was filed.
II.  Licensed Cases

David E. Beatty

Case No. 2005-015496

Probable Cause was found that David Beatty of Franklin, Tennessee, a licensed architect in the State of Florida, violated Chapter 481, Florida Statutes. Mr. Beatty failed to provide to the Board of Architecture and Interior Design proof of completion of the core curriculum courses, or pass the equivalency test of the Building Code Training Program and a citation was issued.  The citation was served by certified twice to Mr. Beatty’s address of record but each time it was returned unclaimed.  An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline was filed. 
Don Duer

Case No. 2005-015767

Probable Cause was found that Don Duer of Umatilla, Florida, a licensed architect in the State of Florida, violated Chapter 481, Florida Statutes. Mr. Duer failed to provide to the Board of Architecture and Interior Design proof of completion of the core curriculum courses, or pass the equivalency test of the Building Code Training Program and a citation was issued.  The citation was served by certified to Mr. Duer’s address of record but it was returned undeliverable.  An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline was filed. 
Andrea L. Egan

Case No. 2005-014409

Probable Cause was found that Andrea Egan of North Weymouth, Massachusetts, a licensed interior designer in the State of Florida, violated Chapter 481, Florida Statutes. Ms. Egan failed to provide to the Board of Architecture and Interior Design proof of completion of the core curriculum courses, or pass the equivalency test of the Building Code Training Program and a citation was issued.  The citation was served by certified mail three times to Ms. Egan’s address of record and last known address but each time it was returned unclaimed.  An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline was filed. 
Evan U. Evans
Case No. 2005-061830
Probable Cause was found that Evan U. Evans of Plano, Texas, a licensed architect in the State of Florida, violated Chapter 481, Florida Statutes. The case is based on an audit of the continuing education credits claimed by Mr. Evans when he renewed his license. Mr. Evans failed to respond to either the audit letter or this investigation.  Therefore, Mr. Evans has failed to provide any evidence of taking any continuing education hours during the audit period.  An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline was filed.

Arthur Gensler

Case No. 2005-014631

Probable Cause was found that Arthur Gensler of Newport Beach, California, a licensed architect in the State of Florida, violated Chapter 481, Florida Statutes. Mr. Gensler failed to provide to the Board of Architecture and Interior Design proof of completion of the core curriculum courses, or pass the equivalency test of the Building Code Training Program and a citation was issued.  The citation was served by certified mail twice. The first attempt was to Mr. Gensler’s address of record and the second was to an address discovered during an online search.  An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline was filed. 
Edward S. Lambeth
Case No. 2005-016057
Probable Cause was found that Edward Lambeth of Sanford, Florida, a licensed architect in the State of Florida, violated Chapter 481, Florida Statutes. Mr. Lambeth failed to provide to the Board of Architecture and Interior Design proof of completion of the core curriculum courses, or pass the equivalency test of the Building Code Training Program and a citation was issued.  The citation was served by certified mail to Mr. Lambeth’s address of record but it was returned unclaimed.  An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline was filed. 
Donald Miller

Case No. 2005-015790

Probable Cause was found that Donald Miller of Coto de Caza, California, a licensed architect in the State of Florida, violated Chapter 481, Florida Statutes. Mr. Beatty failed to provide to the Board of Architecture and Interior Design proof of completion of the core curriculum courses, or pass the equivalency test of the Building Code Training Program and a citation was issued.  The citation was served by certified mail to Mr. Miller’s address of record but it was returned unclaimed.  An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline was filed. 
Carl A. Post
Case No. 2005-014806
Probable Cause was found that Carl Post of Palm Harbor, Florida, a licensed architect in the State of Florida, violated Chapter 481, Florida Statutes. Mr. Post failed to provide to the Board of Architecture and Interior Design proof of completion of the core curriculum courses, or pass the equivalency test of the Building Code Training Program and a citation was issued.  The citation was served by certified mail twice but it was returned to our office.  An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline was filed. 
Craig Sinclair Smith
Case No. 2005-056919
Probable Cause was found that Craig Sinclair Smith of Norman, Oklahoma, a licensed architect in the State of Florida, violated Chapter 481, Florida Statutes. The case is based on an audit of the continuing education credits claimed by Mr. Smith when he renewed his license.  Mr. Smith affirmed at renewal that he completed the required hours however, he only provided proof of completing 16 hours during the audit period.  An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline was filed.

Patricia Stough
Pattie The Architect

Case No. 2005-048312
Probable Cause was found that Patricia Stough of Dunedin, Florida, a licensed architect in the State of Florida, violated Chapter 481, Florida Statutes. Ms. Stough took engineering drawings that were prepared by a licensed engineer for one unit, and included them in numerous other units without the engineer’s consent.  Further, Ms. Stough signed and sealed the engineer drawings using a rubber signature stamp.  An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline was filed.

Thomas Testerman

Case No. 2005-021039

Probable Cause was found that Thomas Testerman of Louisville, Kentucky, a licensed architect in the State of Florida, violated Chapter 481, Florida Statutes. Mr. Testerman failed to provide to the Board of Architecture and Interior Design proof of completion of the core curriculum courses, or pass the equivalency test of the Building Code Training Program and a citation was issued.  The citation was served twice by certified mail to Mr. Testerman’s address of record but each time was return to our office.  An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline was filed. 
D. Macartney Wilson

Case No. 2005-056986

Probable Cause was found that D. Macartney Wilson of Palm Harbor, Florida, a licensed architect in the State of Florida, violated Chapter 481, Florida Statutes. The case is based on an audit of the continuing education credits claimed by Mr. Wilson when he renewed his license.  Mr. Wilson affirmed at renewal that he completed the required hours however, he only provided proof of completing 16 hours during the audit period.  An Administrative Complaint seeking discipline was filed.
